Sunset Ridge Homeowner Code of Conduct
All Sunset Ridge Homeowners shall adhere to the following code of conduct when participating in official Sunset Ridge meetings:

· Deal with each other in an open, honest and respectful fashion.  Homeowners will treat all participants in the meetings, which includes Board members, Property Management representatives, and other homeowners with dignity and respect.  There will be no tolerance for abuse, derogatory remarks, personal insults, threats or any form of discrimination. 

· At Board of Director (BOD) meetings, homeowners will only speak at the invitation/recognition of the Board.  Homeowners will be given 3 minutes to speak on an agenda item during open Homeowner forum at board meetings.  A maximum of 30 minutes will be allocated to the Homeowner Forum at a board meeting.  
i. Homeowners who notify the Board in writing of their wish to speak at the Homeowner Forum prior to the start of the board meeting will be given first priority.  Priority will be assigned in the order in which requests are received.  

ii. The Board will provide a sign-up sheet at the meeting for Homeowners who wish to speak.  The sign-up sheet will be made available before the meeting is called to order.  Priority will be assigned in the order in which Homeowners sign-up.
· At Board of Director (BOD) and General Homeowner meetings, homeowners shall be permitted to speak before any action is taken by vote of the Board and Homeowners.  The Board will designate a specific time during each meeting for homeowners to speak.  Board will place limitations on total amount of time homeowners are permitted to speak considering time available, and the number of issues before the Board.  
i. Time permitted to speak will not be less than 2 minutes per homeowner at a BOD meeting and no less than 3 minutes per homeowner at a General meeting.  
ii. Board will permit a reasonable number of homeowners to speak on either side of the issue within the time permitted, and ensure differing sides of the issue are represented.
· No tangents please! Homeowners will stick to the topic at hand. If homeowners have other pending matters to address, they should wait until the item is raised on the Agenda. 
i. If the item is not listed on the BOD meeting’s agenda, it will not be addressed until the next Board meeting.  
ii. If the item is not listed on the General Membership meeting’s agenda, it will be addressed when the Board deems appropriate.
· No gossip! Homeowners and the Board will only discuss issues which concern the Association and over which the participants have control.  If the Board deems an issue brought up by a Homeowner as “a personal issue between homeowners”, the issue will not be addressed at the BOD or General Homeowner Meetings.
· One person speaks at a time. No side conversations should occur among homeowners or meeting participants.  It's thoughtless, rude and distracting to engage in parallel conversations.
· Be respectful of others. Homeowners will respect the views of others and allow others the opportunity to speak their opinions, without interruption. 

The Board has the right to limit any speaker who does not abide with the code of conduct and/or is unreasonably disruptive, threatening or abusive.
